Party the first,

(national identity card number) ____________________ and resident in ____________________ for the purposes of this contract, in the name of the University of Valladolid, with VAT number Q4718001C and registered office at Plaza de Santa Cruz, 8, 47002 Valladolid, in compliance with the power conferred to him by the Norm of 14th February 1997, approved by the Governing Body of the contracting of work of scientific and technical nature, in accord with article 11 of the Law for University Reform of 1983.

Party the third,

Mr. Gerardo Llana Herrero as Director General of the GENERAL FOUNDATION OF HTE UNIVERSITY OF VALLADOLID, with registered office at Plaza Santa Cruz 5 bajo, Valladolid and VAT number G47.382.056, making use of the faculties and authority bestowed upon him by the Rector of the University of Valladolid and the article 25 of the public deed of the mentioned entity.

DECLARE

1. That the Company is interested in the carrying out of work titled _______________________, by the Team directed by _____________

2. That the Team of the University of Valladolid is prepared to carry out, for the Company, the work in which it is interested.

3. That the General Foundation of the University of Valladolid, as a non-profit institution, and having among its objectives that of favouring and supporting research and consultancy agreements between companies, bodies and institutions, and the research groups of the University of Valladolid, is prepared to collaborate with the Company and the Team of ____________under the terms specified in the agreement signed between this Foundation and the University of Valladolid on 20th February 2008.

In light of the above, the parties, in common agreement and mutually recognising the others’ full capacity for delivering this contract,

AGREE

FIRST. – DEPARTMENT OBLIGATIONS
The Team of the University of Valladolid, under the terms set forth in this contract, promises to carry out for the Company, the work titled _______________________, under the terms set forth in the clauses incorporated in this document.

SECOND- DEFINITION OF THE WORK.
The work to be carried out is described in the technical Appendix of this contract. 

THIRD- DURATION OF THE CONTRACT
This contract shall come into force the day after it is signed, and shall remain in force until __________________________. It may be extended by mutual agreement of the parties.

FOURTH – COLLABORATION OF THE GENERAL FOUNDATION OF THE UNIVERSITY OF VALLADOLID
The General Foundation of the University of Valladolid, within the outline of this contract, shall assume the following obligations:

a) It shall provide the service of financial administration, which implies the invoicing and collection of the amounts to be paid by the Company, and the making of the payments necessary for the adequate development of this contract. The payments shall be made with the conformity of Dr.___________________ as representative of the Team, and always on condition that the Company has made its payments. The Foundation, when making its payments, shall apply the legal deductions and taxes.

b) It shall do the project accounting, in which the economic situation of the project shall be reflected, periodically informing the Team.

c) It shall provide the Team with the administrative means necessary for the work that has been contracted, together with whatsoever further support the parties may request for the carrying out of this contract, as long as the request may be met with the normal means of the Foundation.

d) When necessary, it shall draw up labour contracts with the persons it considers necessary for the project to be successful, within the framework of this contract. Said contracting of labour shall have the objective of developing the specific functions related to the work defined in the Technical Appendix attached to this document. The choice of the persons to be contracted shall be made in accord with the indications of the Team Manager, and subject to the prior consent of the Foundation.

The Foundation shall sign said contracts, and as such, shall assume the obligations resulting from it, in accord with the work and Social Security legislation in force. The University and the Company shall respond jointly regarding the payment of all the economic consequences (indemnification, back pay, etc.) resulting from the need for the Foundation to carry out early rescission of said work contracts, on the request of the Team or the Company, before the finalisation of the work contracted.

The Foundation shall also be exempt from all liability resulting from any kind of consequence of whatsoever work accident, produced by the execution of the work contracted. In this case, the liable party shall be the entity (University or Company) in whose enclosure the accident has occurred.

e) In the case of collaboration from students in their Third Cycle as grantees financed by the project, the payments shall be made by the General Foundation, though the grantee shall be considered, to all effects and purposes, a grantee of the UVA, titleholder of the project. Said grantees shall be covered by the corresponding insurance to which the General Foundation is subscribed.

FIFTH - RESPONSABILITY OF THE TEAM AND THE GENERAL FOUNDATION OF THE UNIVERSITY OF VALLADOLID.
The team shall be solely responsible for the scientific and technical aspects of the work contracted. The General Foundation of the University of Valladolid shall be competent in the economic, financial and accounting fields, in accord with the obligations it assumes under the terms of this contract.

SIXTH- THE COMPANY’S PAYMENT OBLIGATIONS

The company promises to pay the amount of ___________________ euros for the investigation work carried out. This amount shall be subject to legally applicable taxes (V.A.T.).

Payments shall be made as follows: 70% on the signing of the contract, and 30% on its finalisation (negotiable, depending on the project needs).

SEVENTH – CONFIDENTIALITY OBLIGATION

The Team and the General Foundation of the University of Valladolid promise to maintain the secrecy of all the data related to this project, and to make all participants in the execution of this contract respect this obligation.

EIGHTH – OWNERSHIP OF THE RIGHTS OVER THE RESULTS, AND THE MORAL RIGHT OF THE RESEARCHERS.

The Team expressly recognises the Company’s right over the ownership of this project (to be negotiated).

However, if any result coming from the work that is object of this contract were susceptible to protection under the laws governing industrial copyright, both in the application of the Law of Industrial Copyright, and in the publication of the research results, the moral rights of the researchers shall be respected; in particular, the right to be named as inventors or authors. The publication shall also mention that the research was carried out by the Research Team with the collaboration of the General Foundation of the University of Valladolid.

The possible economic exploitation of the results that may be patented shall be negotiated regarding possible rewards or shares in profits for the University of Valladolid and its General Foundation (negotiable).

NINTH – PUBLICATION OF RESULTS

Whatsoever publication the parties wish to make regarding the results of this work must be done so with the prior and express consent of the other party (negotiable).

TENTH – COLLABORATION OBLIGATION

The Company, the Research Team and the General Foundation of the University of Valladolid shall collaborate at all times in accord with the principles of good faith and efficiency so that the research may be carried out successfully.

ELEVENTH. - TERMINATION AND MODIFICATION.

The parties may terminate or modify this contract by mutual agreement at any moment. If for reasons to do with the University of Valladolid, the research work contracted were not finalised, the agreement would be automatically terminated, and the Company would be exempted from paying the amount corresponding to said work.

In the same way, should the Company terminate the work without due cause and before time, it must pay the amount of the contract that is proportional to its execution up to that moment, and it shall lose whatsoever right over the possible results of the work carried out up to that date.

For the record and as a demonstration of their conformity, the parties sign this document in five originals and to one sole purpose, in the place and on the date indicated above.
